                     Meeting with North Dundas Council – 6:00 p.m., Tuesday, September 11, 2007
Present: Mayor Runnalls, Deputy Mayor Rose, Councillors Armstrong, Duncan, Thompson and from the Chamber: Owen Shortt,   Kim Smith,   Robin Morris,   Ken Boje,  Bill Smirle.

Major Runnalls welcomed us on behalf of the Council and Chairman Owen presented our agenda, stressing that Chamber members recognized the importance of our groups working together and were here to show our willingness to start the process.

Mayor Alvin, speaking on behalf of the Council, spoke in generalities about moving forward. He noted that they planned to work on visioning and they felt that it was important that they do this, perhaps even before Christmas. All councillors agreed that it was important to act soon, although one councillor observed that this topic has been commented on for nearly 10 years.

Chamber members urged council to move forward now. We noted that we were glad to hear of a pre Christmas date and we would look forward to hear the results of their visioning in early December.

Chairman Owen thanked Council for the opportunity to meet and that we were pleased to sponsor the pizza dinner. It was now 6:45 p.m. and councillors left for their Council Meeting.
