Guest Bob Carkner from WDMH Fundraising mentioned that the Renewing the Vision started 10 years ago and that 16 million dollars was raised.  Now they have a new champagne called “Close to Home”. 
Dawn Cooper assisted Bob with a slide show presentation.   Construction to the hospital is over 91% complete.  Phase 3 demolition of the south and west wings are underway and completion is expected around April 15, 2010.  WDMH is now one of the most technologically advanced community hospitals in Ontario. It is accredited as a teaching hospital and is aligned with 14 universities and colleges.  Focus is on the development of maternal newborn/child, chronic disease management, and services for the mature and elderly population. The hospital provides Cancer Care Screening and Testing as well as Dialysis.  Money is needed to help pay for state of the art diagnostics imaging equipment.  The “PACS” machine, which stands for Picture Archiving Communication System, transfers images to other hospitals for diagnosing.  It is better and faster diagnoses allowing the patient to stay at the Winchester Hospital while the images are sent down the information highway (internet) to other hospitals and doctors for a second opinion.  Five Million dollars is needed to pay for the PACS, the Clinical Information System and the CT Scan.  Pledge forms were available from Bob or Dawn.
