Kim Smith called the meeting to order at 7:30 am in Owens absence.  Kim asked Annette to introduce our guest Alicia Angus.  Alicia is the daughter of Bruce and Linda Angus and was first runner-up in Eastern Ontario and will be representing North Dundas at the Miss Teen Canada pageant.  The pageant has around 50 – 60 participants.  Competition includes an interview with the judges, a fashion show and dance presentation and will be held July 14 though 24.  One of Alicia’s requirements is to raise sponsors for the charity of her choice, which is Free the Children Foundation.  This foundation is to improve the lives of children through education.  Alicia is asking the Chamber for financial support.  A discussion followed.  Because Alicia is representing North Dundas it was felt that the township would get good press coverage.  An email will be sent to the executive asking if they would sponsor Alicia.

Annette Angus then spoke on the upcoming Gospelfest to be held at Terrace Green Bed & Breakfast August 28 to 30.  She is looking for sponsorship.  $1000 would cover the cost of tent rental.  The attendance last year was over 600.  There will be about 2500 pamphlets printed with 1900 being mailed and the rest as hand outs.  August 28 is Youth events and August 29 & 30 are concerts and worship days.  Any left over funds would be given to the North Dundas Food Bank.  Printing of the pamphlets is June 26.
The Chamber received a letter from the Canada Day Celebrations also asking for a donation.

A discussion followed and it was identified that we definitely need a budget to look at all donation requests for the future.  Bill S made a motion to donate $200 to each of the three requests brought forward at today’s meeting, and that an email be sent to the executive to vote on each request. Seconded by Louise A.
Bill S also suggested a Budget Committee be set up for further charity requests and that the committee give direction and recommendations for the budget person.  Bill S. volunteered to co-ordinate the committee, with Colin P as Treasurer, Pam S as recorder and President Owen Short and John V. also on this committee.  They will bring recommendations to the members with guidelines where funds should go.
